Vince opened the meeting welcoming the 2009 board members.  Vince announced the official election of Mt. Oaks Homeowner Association Board Members had occurred in December.  Positions for 2010 are:

Homeowner January mailing: The Board agreed to prepare a letter, from the President, announcing the Board positions for 2010. The new map copy will be included, along with a MOHA address list. MaryAnn will prepare a letter for review January 18. This mailing will be sent by January 22 to homeowners.
Treasurer’s Report: The Board agreed to prepare the 2010 dues invoice for mailing March 1, 2010 for payment by April 30, 2010.  Dave will add the additional charges to 32, 52, 72 Jessana Heights for yard maintenance.  The homeowner’s invoice at 5044 Broadmoor Bluffs will also show the two past year’s dues obligations, legal costs and interest accrued.  The Board did review the Bylaws (Section 2, C3) for instructions on liens and will consult with legal counsel.
Teresa will bring mailing labels/envelopes for Dave at the February meeting.

Bank CD signatures are still needed; Dave will provide logistics and who needs to sign by end of January.  Dave reviewed the checking account balance and will investigate moving some funds to generate interest and report at the February meeting.

Colorado and Federal MOHA taxes are due March 15; Dave is preparing.  Dave received the annual insurance survey; the Board did a thorough review in 2009 and will await the bill in April.

Dave advised that the MOHA utility bill has continued after the sprinkler system was turned off in October. Dave is to scan the last invoice and send to MaryAnn who will contact the Colo. Spgs. Utilities for information.

MaryAnn will contact Beth to activate the MOHA email addresses by Board position.

Note to Treasurer to add $30/maintenance charge to 32, 42, 62 Jessana Heights on the 2010 MOHA dues (see complaints below).

Infrastructure Repairs/Maintenance: The Board reviewed the recent December snow removal and discussed their actions and plans for future snow and ice removal.

The MOHA Board is being proactive and will begin soliciting bids for 2010 ground maintenance. Vince has contacted Switzer and Trujillo for 2010 bids.  We hope to receive and discuss at the February 22 meeting.
Vince will request Switzer to check mail boxes at 70 Mahogany and 5045/5051 Broadmoor Bluffs which have some problems and receive the estimated costs to repair.
Architectural Control:  
The Board approved removal of two sections of the MOHA fencing adjacent to the 5115 Neal Ranch Road residence to allow tree growth and improve aesthetics.  The homeowner has removed the fencing.
Covenant Complaints and Enforcement: 

A complaint was received for 2-3 cars parked at 60 Mahogany in their driveway, which is acceptable versus parking on the street.  60 Mahogany, however, continues to have a fire pit in their backyard. A letter was mailed to the homeowner to advise of proper fire pit precautions, subsequent to a complaint regarding not using the pit screen, blowing embers.
Damage to the mailbox at 195 Odessa Place was repaired by the homeowner.
  --5050 Broadmoor Bluffs – Situation has improved over the past month and 2009 annual dues have been paid. We continue to monitor.
  --5063 Broadmoor Bluffs – Homeowners will continue to weed and trim yard areas until they can complete their landscaping plan. We continue to monitor.

--5044 Broadmoor Bluffs – We have received complaints of continued parking in the common drive. The homeowner has been notified once previously.  Will continue to monitor and act, as prudent.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m. The next meeting will be Monday, February 22 at 6:30 at 145 Odessa.
